< place 50 mm lift of asphalt seal “B” over the entire roadway


< place RAP material on shoulders


< installing culverts


< re-grade and slope ditches as necessary


 


The work method on the new Queens County Highways Depot site shall be as follows:


< fine grading existing granular subbase (including proof rolling)


< place one 75 mm lift of asphalt base “A”


< hand placement of asphalt as required

The artificial rack price of $750 per tonne (without anti-strip) shall be used as the


price index when calculating the liquid asphalt cement price adjustment.
